Our health test requirements adher to Codes of Practice published annually by the Horserace Betting Levy Board. Our managing veterinarian, Madeleine Campbell, is a member of the Horse Race Betting Levy Board’s sub-committee on venereal diseases, and was asked to sit on that committee as a result of her expertise in the non-Thoroughbred breeding world.  There is no doubt that the risk of the British Horse population being affected by infectious diseases, including venereal and exotic diseases, has never been higher than it currently is. The health tests which are required before a horse may enter Hobgoblins Stud and Equine Reproduction Centre are laid out below. In arranging for your horse to have these health tests done, please remember that we insist upon them purely for the health and safety of each and every horse which is placed under our care, and that because we do so you can rest assured that your horse is being protected in the most responsible way possible. 
2008 health test requirements:
MARES: 

(1)
All mares arriving at Hobgoblins Stud must be accompanied by in-date vaccination certificates for equine
 influenza virus and tetanus. The said certificates must be produced upon request and before the mare is allowed to
 enter the yard.

(2) All mares arriving at Hobgoblins Stud must have had a serology (blood test) taken for Equine Viral Arteritis Virus (EVA) after January 1st of the current year within 28 days of arriving at Hobgoblins Stud with a negative result. The certificate must accompany the mare to Hobgoblins Stud, must be produced upon request and before the mare is allowed to enter the yard. In the event of a mare proving positive for EVA in the course of testing, entry to Hobgoblins Stud must be delayed. Please contact the Hobgoblins Stud for the necessary re-testing protocol to follow. 
(3) Mares arriving from Ireland or Europe or who have been in those countries within the last 6 months must additionally have a negative test for Equine Infectious Anaemia (EIA) – a “Coggins Test”, the certificate for which must accompany the mare to Hobgoblins Stud and  must be produced upon request and before the mare is allowed to enter the yard.

(4) All mares must have had clitoral and endometrial swabs taken for CEM, Klebsiella pneumoniae and Pseudomonas aeroginosa  after January 1st of the current year and more than 14 days after her last mating (if any). The certificate for such must accompany the mare to Hobgoblins Stud, must be produced upon request and before the mare is allowed to enter the yard. Mares may be admitted with the result of a clitoral swab only available, at the discretion of the Hobgoblins veterinarian, and in this case an endometrial swab for venereal diseases will be taken once the mare is at Hobgoblins, at the mare owner’s expense.
Stallions:
(1) All stallions arriving at Hobgoblins Stud must be accompanied by in-date vaccination certificates for equine
 influenza virus and tetanus. The said certificates must be produced upon request and before the mare is allowed to
 enter the yard.
(2) All stallions must be accompanied by in-date certificates proving that the stallion has been swabbed and tested
 negative for Contagious Equine Metritis in the current breeding season according to HBLB protocols. The said
 certificates must be produced upon request. Swabbing procedures may be carried out at Hobgoblins, but the
 stallion may not be used for breeding purposes until the results of all swabs are known.

(3) All stallions must be accompanied by in-date certificates of vaccination against Equine Viral Arteritis (EVA)
including proof that the stallion was negative for EVA prior to vaccination OR a certificate certifying that the stallion is serologically negative for EVA on a blood test taken within 28 days of entering Hobgoblins Stud or has been proven by virus isolation on a semen sample collected after January 1st of the current year not to be shedding EVA. 
(5) Stallions arriving from Ireland or Europe or who have been in those countries within the last 6 months must additionally have a negative test for Equine Infectious Anaemia (EIA) – a “Coggins Test”, the certificate for which must accompany the mare to Hobgoblins Stud and  must be produced upon request and before the stallion is allowed to enter the yard.
